Prescription: All medication, in the original package, must be brought to the school office, labeled with the child’s name and directions for giving the medication. A copy of a doctor’s prescription and a NWCS Medical Consent Form must accompany the medication.





Non-Prescription: 


If over-the-counter medication is needed, such as Tylenol or Advil, the medication must be in the original package and brought to the school office labeled with the child’s name and directions for the administering medication.





Food and Beverage Policy


Food and beverages are only to be consumed in the school cafeteria. This does not include the school-provided fruit and veggie snack.





Chips, candy, cookies, seeds, sports drinks, etc. are only allowed in the cafeteria at lunch. These will be taken away if your student brings them to a classroom. Only water in a plastic bottle is allowed in the classrooms. 





This also applies to before and after school care.





School Pictures


Individual school pictures for grades K4 – 7 will be taken on Friday, September 16. (Eighth graders will have a special picture day later in the school year.) 





Students may be out of uniform on picture day. All clothing must be school appropriate – skirts, shorts, or skorts may be no shorter than four inches above the knee, no spaghetti straps, no sleeveless tops, and no shirts with inappropriate words or pictures.

Uniform Information


With warmer temperatures finally arriving, please be sure to follow the uniform guidelines in the NWCS Family/Student Handbook. 





As a reminder, navy blue twill, uniform-style shorts may be worn by all students. Shorts may be no shorter than four inches above the knee. Shorts must be fastened securely at the waist. If shorts cannot be worn securely at the waist, a belt must be worn. Cargo shorts are not permitted. 7th and 8th grade students have the option of wearing khaki twill, uniform-style shorts, skirts, or skorts. 





All jumpers, skirts, and skorts must be of the appropriate size and be worn at the waist. They must be no shorter than four inches above the knee. 7th and 8th grade girls have the option of wearing khaki twill, uniform-style skirts and skorts. 





Socks or tights are required at all times and must be solid navy blue, red, black, or white.





Teachers in the Library at Mill Road Library


Teachers are available after school at selected libraries to assist students in grades 1 through 8 and their parents with homework, academic support, and encouragement. A responsible adult must accompany children under 8 years old. Teachers will help students focus, use appropriate learning strategies, find the best resources for completing their homework assignments, and find books appropriate for their reading level. Teachers will help parents learn ways to help their children at home with school assignments by answering questions they have regarding their children’s homework.

UPPER CAMPUS Before School
